Now 11 years later we are still hosting 4
shows a year at city hall (three themed,
and one open show in the fall).

Recognizing that culture and the arts
make a city where people want to move
to, visit, and spend money, the city
council has focused initiatives within
Rancho Cordova to drive the arts. You
have an opportunity to help shape that
vision, and we need your involvement.

While the art at city hall was the catalyst
for the arts, the MACC has been the
driver for the past 5 years. Now in its
sixth year, the MACC is busier than ever
with concerts, artist talks, workshops,
documentary movies, and much more.
